THROUGH NATIONAL PARTNERSHIPS

Donors Forum is now providing discounted or free resources and technical assistance available through partnerships with national organizations. As part of our mission, Donors Forum represents the interests of South Florida funders on a national level in the field of philanthropy. Through our involvement and connections at the national level, we have sought out and developed select partnerships listed below for the benefit of our individual members and the collective South Florida funding community.

The Forum of Regional Associations of Grantmakers is a national network of 31 local grantmaking associations similar to Donors Forum across the country.  Through our active participation in this network, Donors Forum’s members have exclusive access to sample policies and procedures used by grantmakers nationwide.  Donors Forum can also query 3,000 funders across the country on behalf of individual members to help locate best practices and make funder connections to maximize funders’ effectiveness.  

The National Center for Family Philanthropy (NCFP) promotes philanthropic values, vision, and excellence across generations of donors and donor families. Through our year-round partnership, Donors Forum members have complimentary access to NCFP’s more than 700 case studies, briefings and white papers on issues related to family giving. Our members can also participate for free in monthly national teleconferences on issues affecting family funders (normally $75/per person per teleconference).  Audio-replays of each teleconference are also available to Donors Forum members. 

The Council on Foundations (COF) is a membership organization of more than 2,000 grantmaking foundations and giving programs worldwide and is considered by many as the leading voice for philanthropy in the U.S.  Through our partnership with COF, Donors Forum members have free access to all COF-produced print publications.  These are available for use in our members-only philanthropic library. Donors Forum members are also able to receive free individual subscriptions to Breaking News, a short, daily e-mail newsletter produced by COF that summarizes the top articles about philanthropy from national and regional newspapers, and COF’s Legislative Network, which highlights issues affecting the field of philanthropy.
Grantmakers in Aging (GIA) is a national organization dedicated to promoting and strengthening grantmaking for an aging society. Donors Forum is currently one of six sites around the country partnering with GIA on its EngAGEment Initiative to involve more funders in addressing the growing needs of seniors. Through this partnership, Donors Forum and its members receive complimentary research reports on aging and access to expert speakers available for presentations in South Florida. A national GIA staff member is also dedicated to providing year-round technical assistance to Donors Forum’s staff on aging issues. 

Grantmakers for Effective Organizations (GEO) is a national community of grantmakers that exists to maximize philanthropy’s impact by advancing the effectiveness of grantmakers and their grantees.  Through this partnership, Donors Forum members have early access to GEO’s research and reports on helping to build high performing nonprofits. Copies of all GEO publications are also available to Donors Forum members for free in electronic format, and to use in hard copy format through our members-only library. Donors Forum is currently working with GEO to develop an “Ask the Expert Service” to assist our members with their individual capacity-building work. Moreover, GEO provided technical assistance to Donors Forum for our full-day Capacity Building Symposium held in the fall of 2004. 

Grantmakers for Education (GFE) is a national network that provides professional development, information and networking to grantmakers to help foundations and donors improve achievement and opportunities for all students through their investments. Through our partnership, Donors Forum members have access to GFE’s education research and reports. Currently, Donors Forum is working with GFE to develop a guide that will help funders make effective educational investments in South Florida’s public schools.  In 2007, Donors Forum will be partnering with GFE to co-host a national education symposium in South Florida.

The Foundation Advocacy Initiative of the Alliance for Justice educates grantmakers on their legal rights to support nonprofit advocacy work, which allows nonprofits to influence public policy.  Through our partnership with the Alliance for Justice, Donors Forum members have complimentary access to monthly white papers on foundation advocacy.  Print copies of their publications are also available for use by our members as part of Donors Forum’s in-house members-only library. Moreover, an Alliance for Justice staff attorney is available on-call to provide free assistance to Donors Forum members with questions regarding their own advocacy initiatives. 
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
